
Lightweight Easy Bracelets using Plated Plastic Beads by Pat

The metallic beads in these bracelets are American made high quality metal plated plastic beads - so they look 
great and weigh very little, giving you a nice chunky bracelet without weighing you down.
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Recipe for Blue Bracelet
 

1 x MB811 magnetic fastener
2 x PP020 Drum barrel

2 x PP040 Dotted round
2 x PP029 12x 8mm Ribbed oval

2 x PP095 Filigree discs
8 x GL1551  blue rondelles
1 x PP032 Diamond bead

30cm medium (0.019) Soft Flex
2 x FN062 French Crimps

Recipe for Green and Blue Bracelet
 

4 x PP022 Squared barrel beads
2 x PP040 Dotted rounds
2 x PP046 Heart rounds

2 x PP075 Triangle beads
1 x PP044 Shield disc

6 x 4mm Sapphire crystal bicone
4 x 4mm Teal bicone

2 x GL1552 Teal rondelles
30cm medium (0.019 Soft Flex

1 x FN210 Ball and socket fastener
2 x PP096 Decorated ovals

Both these bracelets have been made using medium  (0.019) Soft Flex.  If you have not

To make these bracelets simply �nish o� one end of the Soft Flex with a French crimp, thread on the beads in 
the sequence shown, and �nish o� the other end
